So far, the owners could not complain about the number of guests enjoying meals starting from Sauerkraut and Bratwurst to Sauerbraten with Red Cabbage and potato dumplings.
The meals are mainly home-made and Conny, the cook, prepares daily specials. “I have only received compliments and I am happy that the people in this area love my cooking,” she says with a big smile. Word of mouth already sent her guests from far away as well.
“Zur Autobahn” stands for “to the Autobahn” and the restaurant truly has an automobile flavor. The guest room is decorated with pictures of sport cars and many different German model cars. Dieter’s certificate for his German degree in Mastering Car Mechanics also hangs on the wall. Dieter, who built the restaurant over several years from the first stone up with little outside help, points out the original German doors and windows “Some people still have trouble with the knobs, but they are getting used to it [translated],” he mentions in German. The room feels warm and cozy with its oak wood and authentic German-style chairs.
Dieter and Kornelia “Conny” moved to Texas about 7 years ago. Originally, they are from Gross-Gerau near Ruesselsheim in the state of Hessia. The town of Gross-Gerau is located about 15 min south of Frankfurt/Main (West). In Germany, they owned a business in the automobile industry, which is tradition in their families. Dieter's heart still belongs to cars, which is obvious when browsing the walls in the restaurant. Many male guests truly enjoy the ambience.
 

Conny, who has always loved to cook and takes pleasure in spoiling her guests, completed many food seminars in Germany and obtained a license to own a food business. However, during their time in Germany the automobile business did not allow time to pursue her idea of opening her own restaurant. Here in Texas, she fulfilled her dream.
